Living in Love Pulpit Talk Outline

1. Introduce yourselves:

Who you are, number of years married, number of children and how long you have been members of the parish

2. Purpose:
We are here to invite you to spend a day and a half ENJOYING the most important thing in your life, your marriage.  We know there is a difference between just loving each other and really living “in love;” so, we are here to invite you to experience a “Living in Love” workshop retreat right here in our parish hall on (weekend date).  This experience is designed to get us back in touch with the fun of being a man and a woman in love.
3. Share your experience with “Living in Love”
· Why did you are why are you now planning to participate? Perhaps you saw joyful couples in church, your friends urged you to go, you often make it a priority to spend quality time with each other, or you were looking to put some more spark back into marriage.
· Describe the atmosphere on the weekend in positive terms. You could explain that it was developed over ten years in parishes like theirs by ordinary couples, or that it is “male friendly”.  Some people describe Saturday as light bulbs going off or a realization that they are freer than they think to live the way that they want to.  Most people agree that on Sunday they experience more affirmation than they had in a life time.
· What did you gain? Describe the positive effects on your relationship with each other and your family
· Share why you believe they ought not to let this opportunity pass them by.  You may want to mention how their children are learning how to be married by watching them, or how our young people need to believe in true love and see marriages that are worth waiting for. 
4. Conclusion
